How to find articles using UNLV Libraries

Do you have the citation for the
article you want? Journal title,
volume, issue, date, and page
numbers?
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First, try Quick Search on the UNLV
libraries home page. Search for the
article title in quotes.

Did you find the article with a link
to “Full Text Online”?
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Next, search for the journal title in
the A-Z List of Journals (under
“Research” on the library home
page) to see if the library has
access to this journal and the date
you want.

Look for links to databases or
information on print copies.
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Search for the journal title or the
article titles using a web search
engine such as Google Scholar.
You may find the full-text on the
web for free.
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Use a database appropriate to your
subject to search for articles. Most
UNLV Libraries databases contain
some full-text articles and some
citations.

This link will take you to a full-text
copy of the article in a database.

If in a database, navigate to the
volume and issue containing your
article.

If in print, use the call number to
locate the issue in the library, or
use ILLiad to request a pdf copy of
the specific article.

If the journal is not available electronically at UNLV Libraries, you can use our InterLibrary Loan
service ILLiad to request a copy of the article you need. The service is free and typically takes
